Either remove your current door viewer or drill a new hole at least Open the battery cover of the indoor monitor (A) and insert the Micro Taking extra care with the ribbon cable gently push the indoor monitor

Q. My unit does not power up / show anything on the screen when | press the buttons
A. Please check the batteries, make sure they are good quality and are inserted correctly.

Q. My unit randomly powers on/off
A. Please replace the batteries

Q. Unit displays “Insert Memory Card” when trying to take an image or recording

A. Make sure the Micro SD Card is inserted correctly, remove the batteries, remove and re insert the Micro SD

card and re insert the batteries

Q. Unit displays “Camera Module not Ready”

A. Make sure the ribbon cable is connected correctly to the Indoor monitor (See step 5 installation)
